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The Montana Department of Transportation is improving the flow of
traffic and safety on Lincoln Road between North Montana Avenue and

Interstate 15. Construction is expected to begin in early April 2022 and be
substantially completed in the fall.
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Planned improvements include:

* Adding a single-lane roundabout with a westbound right-turn bypass lane from
Lincoln Road onto North Montana Avenue.

* Installing a pedestrian crossing on the north side of the Lincoln Road and Montana
Avenue intersection between Bob’s Valley Market and Jim Darcy Elementary.

* Traffic sensing smart signals will direct traffic through some intersections.

* Access to businesses and Jim Darcy Elementary will be maintained.

Traffic patterns will shift and change throughout the work zone.
