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Flagger – Shift [618] (added 8-6-2026)
Description: This work is defining, measuring and paying for flaggers by the shift.
Definitions.
Dayshift – Any shift that begins and primarily occurs between 5:00 a.m. and 7:00 p.m.
Night Shift – Any shift that begins and primarily occurs between 7:00 p.m. and 5:00 a.m.
Construction. Provide flaggers at the locations shown on the Traffic Control Plan. Traffic actuated signals can be used in lieu of a flagger(s). 
Method of Measurement. Flaggers will be measured by the number of authorized flaggers necessary to complete a shift. When traffic actuated signals are used in lieu of a flagger(s), one pair of signals is to be included in the measurement for a single flagger shift.
Items not authorized for separate payment:
Any shift that extends beyond the Contractor’s normally scheduled shift.
Replacing one flagger, or signal, with another during a shift.
Relocating a flagger. or signal, within the project limits during the same shift.
Flaggers, or signals, operating in multiple locations during the same shift.
Supervisors providing breaks for flaggers
Basis of Payment. Include all costs associated with this provision in the unit price bid per each for Flagger-Shift.
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
